He was Police Officer from
1981 to 1985 at which time
he became Chief until 1998.
In 1999, he was elected as
Mayor and began to service
office in the year 2000.

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4 Seasonal Advice from the Service Department )

Spring is in the air! But, even though spring is very near we can experience sudden shifts in temperature. One day it is a balmy 60 degrees
and the next 20 degrees! This is an reminder about street, driveways, and sidewalks during these weather events. Most of this is covered
by Village Ordinances, Chapter 351.14 Snow Emergency and 905.01 Snow Removal Policy. The goal of the service department is to
maintain the safe flow of traffic. The crews work many different hours as needed for snow plowing and salt application. You can help the
service department during sleet, hail, ice, and snow removal by not parking along the curb. Please remove car (s) to an area that has
been plowed. Main and secondary roads are given first priority for plowing and salting. Residential streets are plowed afterwards. Primary
Streets = Main, Long, Station, Circleville Ave., & State Route 752. Secondary Streets = Jefferson, Miller, Scioto, Cromley, East, Powell,
Randolph, Walnut, Plum and Park. After primary and secondary roads are cleared all remaining streets in Ashville are done. Parking is
prohibited in Village Center District when snow has accumulated to a depth of two (2) inches. Property owners are responsible for snow
and ice removal from sidewalks in front of their property.
